Text, and to Consider Initiation of a Rulemaking to Amend
Enforcement Regulations: Uniform Standards Related to Substance
Abuse and Disciplinary Guidelines; Quarterly Report Form (16 CCR
§1888; Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse and
Disciplinary Guidelines (Rev. December 2020); and Quarterly Report
Form (Rev.01/12/2001))

At its August 2023 meeting, the Board approved proceeding with amendments to Title
16, California Code of Regulations (16 CCR) section 1888, including changes to the

Board’s “Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse and Disciplinary Guidelines”
and “Quarterly Report Form”, both of which are incorporated by reference into section

1888.

During preparations for the Department of Consumer Affairs initial review process, a
number of additional edits have been recommended to be made to the proposed text by
staff and Regulations Counsel. If you wish to reference the August 2023 meeting
materials, they can be accessed here (see www.bbs.ca.gov>About Us>Meetings>Board
Meetings>2024>August 17-18, 2023>Meeting Materials>Item 18).

Background

The “Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse and Disciplinary Guidelines
provide standards and recommended guidelines for the use of various individuals
involved in the disciplinary process. This includes Administrative Law Judges,
respondents and attorneys, as well as Board members who review proposed decisions
and stipulations and make final decisions.

The Disciplinary Guidelines portion of the document contains the following sections:

e Penalty Guidelines, which identify the range of penalties that may be imposed for
different types of violations.

e Model Disciplinary Orders, which provide language for proposed terms and
conditions of probation.

e Board Policies and Guidelines for various enforcement actions.
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The Quarterly Report Form, which is incorporated by reference into the regulations, is
required to be submitted by probationers to keep the Board informed of their compliance
with all probationary terms and conditions.

Proposed Additional Changes

PLEASE NOTE:

o While this memo primarily discusses major changes, the attachments contain the
entirety of the proposed changes in the required format for approval at Attachments
A.2,B.2, and C.2.

o Attachments A.1, B.1 and C.1 are provided as reference documents to show
changes from the prior versions of the Disciplinary Guidelines and Quarterly Report
Form and Instructions documents approved by the Board at the August 2023 Board
meeting. Changes are highlighted in Attachments A.1, B.1 and C.1 for ease of
reference.

e The page numbers listed in this memo refer to the page number in the bottom left
corner of the Uniform Standards/Disciplinary Guidelines document.

1. Penalty Guidelines: Violations Involving Gaining or Supervision of Required
Hours of Experience (Page 26)

“Supervised practice” is proposed to be added as a term and condition in the
Minimum Penalty column. This would assist the Board with continuing closer
oversight, which is necessary due to the nature of this type of violation. In addition,
the wording for this category has been amended for clarity.

2. Term and Condition of Probation: Psychological / Psychiatric Evaluation
(Pages 33-35)

The amendments would do the following:

e Strikes redundant language that prohibits the evaluator from being a supervisor
of the probationer. This type of relationship is already prohibited via language
that states, “Does not have a current or prior financial, personal, business,
professional, or therapeutic relationship with Respondent”.

e Specify additional conditions when supervision is recommended by the evaluator
consistent with proposed changes to the “Supervised Practice” term, including
the criteria for approval of a proposed supervisor, the requirements of the plan for
supervision, and the requirements that apply when a supervisor is no longer
available, etc. These conditions mirror the requirements of the “Supervised
Practice” term and condition for consistency.

3. Term and Condition of Probation: Psychotherapy (Pages 36-37)

The amendment would strike redundant language that prohibits the psychotherapist
from being a supervisor of the probationer. This type of relationship is already
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prohibited via language that states, “Does not have a current or prior financial,
personal, business, professional, or therapeutic relationship with Respondent”.

. Term and Condition of Probation: Clinical Diagnostic Evaluation (Pages 37-
38)

The amendments would clarify the time frame for submission of a request for
extension of time to submit the evaluation report to the Board for good cause, as
specified. In addition, the proposal strikes the “inability to obtain the necessary
patient release authorization” as a good cause provision, as it would be a violation of
probation for the probationer to not cooperate with signing the release. A new good
cause provision is proposed to be added “due to the evaluator’s workload”, as this is
a fairly common occurrence and is outside of the probationer’s control.

. Term and Condition of Probation: Supervised Practice (Pages 39-40)

The recommended amendments do the following:

o Strikes redundant language that prohibits the supervisor from being the same
person as Respondent’s psychotherapist or psychiatrist. This type of relationship
is already prohibited via language that states, “Does not have a current or prior
financial, personal, business, professional, or therapeutic relationship with
Respondent”.

e Clarify the time frame for notifying the Board when the supervisor is no longer
available, as well as the time frame for submission of a proposed new supervisor
and plan for supervision.

. Term and Condition of Probation: Monitor Billing System (Pages 44-45)

The recommended amendments do the following:

e Change the title of this section from “Monitor Billing System” to “Billing Monitor”. It
is not the “billing system” that is being monitored. Rather, a billing monitor will
oversee the probationer’'s actual billing of clients or insurance.

o Clarify the time frame for obtaining the services of a billing monitor if the
Respondent is a registrant (within 30 calendar days of license issuance).

e Change references to “billing system monitoring service” to “billing monitor”.
Billing monitors are licensed individuals, not necessarily a “monitoring service”.

e Clarify the responsibilities of the billing monitor.
e Specify required qualifications and criteria for approval of a billing monitor.

e Specify how a probationer must proceed to obtain the approval of the board for a
replacement monitor if the previously approved billing monitor is no longer
available.
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7. Term and Condition of Probation: Monitor Billing System Audit (Page 46)

The recommended amendments do the following:

e Change the title of this section from “Monitor Billing System Audit” to “Billing
Auditor” to clarify that it is not the billing “system” that is being audited. Rather, a
billing auditor is a certified public accountant who audits the probationer’s billing
records in accordance with accepted auditing/accounting standards and
practices.

e No longer require the probationer to submit the qualifications of three billing
auditors, and instead allow submission of “one or more”. The qualifications are
not difficult to meet so there is no need to submit three individuals.

e Specify required qualifications and criteria for approval of a billing auditor.

8. Term and Condition of Probation: Failure to Practice (Tolling) (Page 49)

The recommended amendment would clarify that probation is tolled when the
probationer “voluntarily stops” practicing or residing in California. This will help to
clarify that this section does not apply when the Board has ordered a licensee to
cease practice.

9. Term and Condition of Probation: Reimbursement of Probation Program
(Page 52)

The recommended amendment would strike the previously proposed cost
reimbursement amount of $100 per month and retain a case-by-case, individuliazed
billing method for cost recovery. If the Board wants to charge a standard amount,
staff recommends this be done as a separate regulatory proposal as it will require
performing a workload analysis (which may indicate a different monthly fee), and
would delay the process for this proposal.

10.Quarterly Report Form (Attachment B)

The recommended amendments to the Quarterly Report Form (Attachment B) do
the following:

e Provides instruction to probationers regarding providing an explanation if they
did not comply with a term or condition of their probation.

e Removes “reimbursement of probation program costs” as unnecessary and
adds “psychological / psychiatric evaluation” to the list of required
documentation of payments made. This is because the Quarterly Report form
does not ask about reimbursement of probation program, but does ask about
costs for an evaluation. Billing for these costs is handled separately and the
Board has a record of whether those costs have been paid.

e Adds questions under “Supervised Practice” asking whether they were required
to submit a supervisor for approval, and if so whether they complied.
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e Under “Examination” strikes the mention of exams required for renewal of a
license or registration. An exam is never required for renewal of a license. It may
be required for renewal of a registration. However, a probationer who is a
registrant is required to maintain a current registration, and if they did not take
the exam to renew this would be addressed via the failure to renew.

e Under “Obey All Laws” strikes “or in any foreign country” for consistency with the
wording in this term and condition in the Disciplinary Guidelines. In addition,
adds a requirement for submission of a “police or arrest report” when the
probationer answers “Yes” to the question about obeying all laws.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the Board review the proposed regulatory text and consider
whether to approve it as written, or to suggest changes to the proposed text. After
review and discussion, consider one of the following motions:

Motion Option A: (To be used if the Board has NO suggested changes for the
proposed regulatory text)

Approve the proposed regulatory text as presented in the meeting materials in
Attachments A.2, B.2 and C.2, and submit the approved text to the Director of the
Department of Consumer Affairs and the Business, Consumer Services, and Housing
Agency for review, and if no adverse comments are received, authorize the Executive
Officer to take all steps necessary to initiate the rulemaking process, make any non-
substantive changes to the text and the package, and set the matter for a hearing if
requested. If after the 45-day public comment period, no adverse comments are
received and no public hearing is requested, authorize the Executive Officer to take all
steps necessary to complete the rulemaking, and adopt the proposed regulations,
including the documents incorporated by reference, as noticed for Title 16, California
Code of Regulations section 1888.

Motion Option B: (To be used if the Board DOES have suggested changes for the
proposed regulatory text)

Approve the proposed regulatory text as presented in the meeting materials in
Attachments A.2, B.2 and C.2 with the following changes: (specify the proposed
changes to the proposed text). In addition, submit the approved text as revised at this
meeting to the Director of the Department of Consumer Affairs and the Business,
Consumer Services, and Housing Agency for review, and if no adverse comments are
received, authorize the Executive Officer to take all steps necessary to initiate the
rulemaking process, make any non-substantive changes to the text and the package,
and set the matter for a hearing if requested. If after the 45-day public comment period,
no adverse comments are received and no public hearing is requested, authorize the
Executive Officer to take all steps necessary to complete the rulemaking, and adopt the
proposed regulations, including the documents incorporated by reference, as noticed for
Title 16, California Code of Regulations section 1888.

AMEND SECTION 1888 IN TITLE 16 OF DIVISION 18 OF THE CALIFORNIA CODE OF
REGULATIONS TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

§ 1888. Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse and Disciplinary Guidelines.

(a) In reaching a decision on a disciplinary action under the Administrative Procedure
Act (Government Code Ssection 11400 et seq.), the Board of Behavioral Sciences
shall consider the “Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse and Disciplinary
Guidelines” [Rev. Becember2020-OAL TO INSERT EFFECTIVE DATE] which are
hereby incorporated by reference. The Disciplinary Guidelines apply to all
disciplinary matters; the Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse apply to
cases of substance abuse. Deviation from the Disciplinary Guidelines, including the
standard terms of probation, is appropriate where the Board in its sole discretion
determines that the facts of the particular case warrant such a deviation — for
example: the presence of mitigating or aggravating factors; the age of the case;
evidentiary problems.

(b) Notwithstanding subsection (a), if the conduct found to be a violation involves drugs
and/or alcohol, the violation is presumed to be a substance abuse violation for
purposes of Ssection 315 of the Code. If the licensee or registrant does not
successfully rebut the presumption that the violation is a substance abuse violation,
then the Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse shall apply without
deviation.

(c) Nothing in this section shall prohibit the Board from imposing additional terms or
conditions of probation in any order that the Board determines would provide greater
public protection.

(d) All probationers shall submit quarterly reports to the Board. The report “Quarterly
Report Form No. DCA BBS 37M-443 (Revised [OAL TO INSERT EFFECTIVE
DATE])” shall be obtained from the Board and is hereby incorporated by reference.

AMEND SECTION 1888 IN TITLE 16 OF DIVISION 18 OF THE CALIFORNIA CODE OF
REGULATIONS TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

§ 1888. Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse and Disciplinary Guidelines.

(a) In reaching a decision on a disciplinary action under the Administrative Procedure
Act (Government Code Ssection 11400 et seq.), the Board of Behavioral Sciences
shall consider the “Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse and Disciplinary
Guidelines” [Rev. Becember2020-OAL TO INSERT EFFECTIVE DATE] which are
hereby incorporated by reference. The Disciplinary Guidelines apply to all
disciplinary matters; the Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse apply to
cases of substance abuse. Deviation from the Disciplinary Guidelines, including the
standard terms of probation, is appropriate where the Board in its sole discretion
determines that the facts of the particular case warrant such a deviation — for
example: the presence of mitigating or aggravating factors; the age of the case;

(c) Nothing in this section shall prohibit the Board from imposing additional terms or
conditions of probation in any order that the Board determines would provide greater
public protection.

Report Form No. DCA BBS 37M-443 (Revised [OAL TO INSERT EFFECTIVE
DATE])” shall be obtained from the Board and is hereby incorporated by reference.

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INTRODUCTION

The Board of Behavioral Sciences (hereinafter “the Board”) is a consumer protection
agency with the primary mission of protecting consumers by establishing and
maintaining standards for competent and ethical behavior by the professionals under
its jurisdiction. In keeping with its mandate, the Board has adopted the following
uniform standards related to substance abuse and recommended guidelines for the
intended use of those involved in the disciplinary process: Administrative Law Judges,
respondents and attorneys involved in the discipline process, as well as Board
members who review proposed decisions and stipulations and make final decisions.

These guidelines consist of four parts:
I. Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse — for those licensees and
registrants with a violation related to alcohol and/or a-centrelled-substanee-drugs, or

whose license erregistration-is on probation due to a substance abuse violation;

Il. Penalty Guidelines - an-identification-of-identifies the types of violations and range
of penalties for which discipline may be imposed;

lll. Model Disciplinary Orders - language for proposed terms and conditions of
probation:and divided into two categories, for purposes of this document:

e Optional Terms and Conditions: These terms and conditions of probation address
the specific circumstances of the case and require discretion to be exercised
depending on the nature and circumstances of a particular case; and

Standard Terms and Conditions: These terms and conditions of probation
generally appear in all cases involving probation.

IV. Board Policies and Guidelines — for various enforcement actions.

The Board expects the penalty imposed to be commensurate with the nature and
seriousness of the violation.

These penalty guidelines apply only to the formal disciplinary process and do not apply
to other alternatives available to the Board, such as citations and fines. See Business
and Professions Code (B&P Code) Ssection 125.9 and Title 16 California Code of
Regulations Ssection 1886.

All disciplinary actions will be published on the Internet in compliance with B&P Code
section 27, and to facilitate access under the California Public Records Act.

NOTE: All references to the word “license” or “licensee” throughout this document shall
also be interpreted as meaning “reqistration” or “reqgistrant,” respectively, unless
otherwise specified, consistent with B&P Code sections 23.7 and 23.8.

. Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse

Whether the Board’s “Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse” (“Uniform
Standards”) terms and conditions of probation apply depends on whether the licensee is
found to be a substance abusing licensee. If the conduct found to be a violation involves
drugs or alcohol, the violation is presumed to be a substance abuse violation for the
purposes of section 315 of the Business and Professions Code (Code). If the licensee
does not rebut the presumption, then the Uniform Standards must be used, without
deviation. Conversely, if the licensee successfully rebuts the presumptive finding that
the violation is a substance abuse violation, then the “Uniform Standards” do not have
to be used.

If applicable, these Uniform Standards shall be used in lieu of any similar standard or
optional terms and conditions of probation proposed in the Guidelines, unless otherwise
specified. However, the Board’s standard and optional terms and conditions of
probation should still be used in formulating the penalty or probationary order and in
considering additional terms and conditions of probation appropriate for greater public

protection.

Uniform Standards Forfor Licensees Or Registrants Whose License Or
Registration Is-On-is on_Probation Bue To-A-due to a Substance Abuse Violation

The following standards shall apply in all cases in which a license erregistration-is
placed on probation due, in whole or in part, to a substance abuse violation, unless the
licensee erregistrant-successfully rebuts the presumption that that the violation is a
substance abuse violation.

Clinical Diagnostic Evaluations

Whenever a licensee orregistrant-is ordered to undergo a clinical diagnostic evaluation,
the evaluator shall be a licensed practitioner who holds a valid, unrestricted license to
conduct clinical diagnostic evaluations, has three (3) years experience in providing
evaluations of health care professionals with substance abuse-use disorders, and is
approved by the Board. The evaluations shall be conducted in accordance with
acceptable professional standards for conducting substance abuse-use disorder clinical
diagnostic evaluations.

The following practice restrictions apply to each licensee erregistrant-who is ordered to
undergoes a clinical diagnostic evaluation:
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1. The Board shall suspend the license er+registration-during the clinical diagnostic
evaluation pending the results of the clinical diagnostic evaluation and review by
the Board.

2. While awaiting the results of a clinical diagnostic evaluation, the licensee er
registrant-shall be randomly drug tested at least two (2) times per week.

Clinical Diagnostic Evaluation Report

The clinical diagnostic evaluation report shall set forth, in the evaluator’s opinion,
whether the licensee erregistrant-has a substance abuseproblem-use disorder,
whether the licensee erregistrant-is a threat to himself-er-herself or others, and
recommendations for substance abuse-use disorder treatment, practice, restrictions, or
other recommendations related to the licensee’s erregistrant’'s-rehabilitation and safe
practice.

The evaluator shall not have a current or prior financial, personal, business,-or
professional, or therapeutic relationship with the licensee-erregistrant. The evaluator
shall provide an objective, unbiased, and independent evaluation.

If the evaluator determines during the evaluation process that a licensee erregistrantis
a threat to himseli-or-herself or others, the evaluator shall notify the bBoard within 24
hours of such a determination.

For all evaluations, a final written report shall be provided to the Board no later than ten
(10) calendar days from the date the evaluator is assigned the matter-evaluation unless
the evaluator requests additional information to complete the evaluation, not to exceed
30 calendar days.

The Board shall review the clinical diagnostic evaluation to determine whether or not the
licensee erregistrant-is safe to return to either part-time or full-time practice and what

restrictions or recommendations should be imposed on the licensee orregistrant-based
on the application of the following criteria:

1. License orregistration-type;

2. Licensee’s erregistrant's-history;

3. Documented length of sobriety;

4. Scope and pattern of substance abuse;
5. Treatment history;

6. Medical history;
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7. Current medical condition;
8. Nature, duration and severity of substance abuse-problem-use disorder; and
9. Whether the licensee orregistrant-is a threat to himself-er-herself or others.

No licensee orregistrant-shall be returned to practice until he-ershe-the licensee has at
least 30 calendar days of negative drug tests.

When determining if the licensee er+registrant-should be required to participate in
inpatient, outpatient, or any other type of treatment, the Board shall take into
consideration the recommendation of the clinical diagnostic evaluation, license er
registration-type, licensee orregistrant's-history, length of sobriety, scope and pattern of
substance abuse, treatment history, medical history, current medical condition, nature,
duration and severity of substance abuse and whether the licensee orregistrantis a
threat to himself-or-herself or others.

Supervisor Requirements

If the Board determines that a supervisor is necessary for a particular licensee or
registrant, the supervisor must meet the following requirements to be considered for
approval by the Board:

1. The supervisor shall not have a current or former financial, personal, business,-or
professional, or therapeutic relationship with the licensee-erregistrant, or other
relationship that could reasonably be expected to compromise the ability of the
supervisor to render impartial and unbiased reports to the Board. If it is
impractical for anyone but the licensee’s erregistrant’s-employer to serve as the
supervisor, this requirement may be waived by the Board; however, under no
circumstances shall a licensee’s erregistrant's-supervisor be an employee or

supervisee of the licensee-erregistrant.

2. The supervisor’s license scope of practice shall include the scope of practice of
the licensee erregistrant-who is being monitored or be another health care
professional if no supervisor with_a like scope of practice is available.

3. The supervisor shall be a current California licensed practitioner and have an
active unrestricted license, with no disciplinary action within the last five (5)
years.

4. The supervisor shall sign an affirmation that he-ershe-has-they have reviewed

the terms and conditions of the licensee’s erregistrant's-disciplinary order and
agrees to monitor the licensee orregistrant-as set forth by the Board.

The supervisor must adhere to the following required methods of monitoring the

licensee-erregistrant:

1. Have a face-to-face contact with the licensee erregistrantin the work
environment on as frequent a basis as determined by the Board, but at least
once per week.

2. Interview other staff in the office regarding the licensee’s erregistrant's-behavior,
if applicable.

3. Review the licensee’s erregistrant's-work attendance.
Reporting by the supervisor to the Board shall be as follows:

1. Any suspected substance abuse must be orally reported to the Board and the
licensee’s erregistrant’s-employer within one (1) business day of occurrence. If
the occurrence is not during the Board’s normal business hours, the oral report
must be within one (1) hour of the next business day. A written report shall be
submitted to the Board within 48 hours of occurrence.

2. The supervisor shall complete and submit a written report directly to the Board
monthly or as directed by the Board. The report shall include:

a. the licensee’s orregistrant's-name;
b. license erregistration-number;

C. supervisor's name and signature;
d. supervisor’s license number;
e. worksite location(s);
f. dates licensee erregistrant-had face-to-face contact with supervisor;
g. worksite staff interviewed, if applicable;
h. attendance report;
i. any change in behavior and/or personal habits; and
j- any indicators that can lead to suspected substance abuse.
The licensee orregistrant-shall complete the required consent forms and sign an

agreement with the supervisor and the Board to allow the Board to communicate with
the supervisor.
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Chemical Dependency Support or Recovery Group Meetings

If the Board requires a licensee erregistrant-to participate in chemical dependency
support or recovery group meetings, the Board shall take the following into
consideration when determining the frequency of required group meeting attendance:

The group meeting facilitator of a chemical dependency support or recovery group that
a Board licensee orregistrantis required to participate in must meet the following
requirements:

1.

Have a minimum of three (3) years experience in the treatment and rehabilitation of
substance abuse-use disorders;

Be licensed or certified by the state or ether-a nationally certified organizations to
provide substance abuse-use disorder recovery services;

Does not have a financial, personal, business,-er professional, or therapeutic
relationship with the licensee orregistrant-within the last year;

Must provide the Board a signed document showing the licensee’s erregistrant's
name, the group name, the date and location of the meetings, the licensee’s or

registrant’'s-attendance, and the licensee’s erregistrant's-level of participation and
progress.

Must report to the Board any unexcused absence of a Board licensee erregistrant
being required to participate within 24 hours.

Major and Minor Violations

Maijor violations include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Failure to complete any Board-ordered program;
2. Failure to undergo a required clinical diagnostic evaluation;
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Committing more than one minor violations of probation conditions and terms;
Treating a patient while under the influence of drugs or alcohol;

Committing any drug or alcohol offense that is a violation of the Business and
Professions Code, or other state or federal law;

Failure to report for drug and alcohol testing when ordered;

Testing positive for alcohol and/or a controlled substance;

Knowingly using, making, altering or possessing any object or product in such a
way as to defraud a drug test designed to detect the presence of alcohol or a
controlled substance.

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If a licensee erregistrant-commits a major violation, the Board shall automatically
suspend the license erregistration-and refer the matter for disciplinary action or
other action as determined by the Board.

The consequences for a major violation include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. License erregistration-shall be suspended;
2. Licensee er+egistrantmust undergo a new clinical diagnostic evaluation;
3

. Licensee erregistrant-must test negative for at least one month of continuous
drug testing before being allowed to resume practice;
4. Contract or agreement previously made with the Board shall be terminated;
and
5. Licensee orregistrant-shall be referred for disciplinary action, such as
suspension, revocation, or other action determined appropriate by the Board.

Minor violations include, but are not limited to, the following:

Failure to submit required documentation in a timely manner;

Unexcused attendance-absence at required meetings;

Failure to contact a supervisor and/or monitor as required;

Any other violations that do not present an immediate threat to the licensee or

registrant-or to the public.

If a licensee erregistrant-commits a minor violation, the Board shall determine what
action is appropriate. The consequences for a minor violation include, but are not
limited to, the following:

Removal from practice;

Practice limitations;

Required supervision;

Increased documentation;

Issuance of citation and fine or a warning notice;
Required re-evaluation and/or testing.

Ok LON =
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Positive Test for Alcohol and/or a Controlled Substance

If a licensee erregistrant-tests positive for alcohol and/or a controlled substance, the
Board shall do the following:

e Automatically suspend the license-erregistration;

e Immediately contact the licensee erregistrant-and inform him-er-herthem that his

er-her-their license orregistration-has been suspended and he-orshe-maynet
practice is prohibited until the suspension is lifted; and

e Immediately notify the licensee’s orregistrant's-employer that the license er
registration has been automatically suspended, and that he-ershe-the licensee
may not practice until the suspension is lifted.

The Board should do the following, as applicable, to determine whether a positive test
for alcohol and/or a controlled substance is evidence of prohibited use:

e Consult the specimen collector and the laboratory;
e Communicate with the licensee orregistrant-and/or treating physician; and
e Communicate with any treatment provider, including a group facilitator.

The Board shall immediately lift the suspension if the positive drug test is not found to
be evidence of prohibited use.

Drug Testing Standards

The drug testing standards below shall apply to each licensee orregistrant-subject to
drug testing. At its discretion, the Board may use other testing methods in place of, or to
supplement, drug and alcohol testing, if appropriate.

1. Drug testing may be required on any day, including weekends and holidays.

2. Except as directed, the scheduling of drug tests shall be done on a random
basis, preferably by a computer program.

3. Licensees orregistrants-shall be required to make daily contact as directed to
determine if drug testing is required.

4. Licensees erregistrants-shall be drug tested on the date of notification as
directed by the Board.
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5. Specimen collectors must either be certified by the Drug and Alcohol Testing
Industry Association or have completed the training required to serve as a
collector for the U.S. Department of Transportation.

6. Specimen collectors shall adhere to the current U.S. Department of
Transportation Specimen Collection Guidelines.

7. Testing locations shall comply with the Urine Specimen Collection Guidelines
published by the U.S. Department of Transportation, regardless of the type of
test administered.

8. Collection of specimens shall be observed.

9. Prior to vacation or absence, any alternative {o the licensee’s drug testing
leeation{s}requirements (including frequency) must be approved by the Board.

10.Laboratories shall be certified and accredited by the U.S. Department of Health
and Human Services.

A collection site must submit a specimen to the laboratory within one (1) business day
of receipt. A chain of custody shall be used on all specimens. The laboratory shall
process results and provide legally defensible test results within seven calendar (7)
days of receipt of the specimen. The Board will be notified of non-negative test results
within one (1) business day and will be notified of negative test results within seven (7)
business days.

Nothing herein shall limit the Board’s authority to reduce or eliminate the standards
specified herein pursuant to a petition for reinstatement or reduction of penalty filed
pursuant to Government Code Section 11522 or statutes applicable to the Board that
contain different provisions for reinstatement or reduction of penalty.

Drug Testing Frequency Schedule

The Board may order a licensee er+registrant-to drug test at any time. In addition, each
licensee erregistrant-shall be tested randomly according to the following drug testing
frequency schedule:

Level Year Minimum Range Number of
of Probation Random Tests
I Year 1 52-104 per year
Il Years 2 through 5 36-104 per year

*If no positive drug tests in the previous 5 consecutive years

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The Board may increase the number of random tests required at its discretion. If the
Board suspects or finds that a licensee orregistrant-has violated the prescribed testing
program, or finds that a licensee erregistrant-has committed a major violation, it may re-
establish the testing cycle by placing that licensee er+registrant-at the beginning of Level
I. This is in addition to any other disciplinary action.

Drug Testing Frequency Schedule Exceptions

The Board may make exceptions to the prescribed drug testing frequency schedule for
the following reasons:

1.

Licensee orRegistrant- Demonstrates Previous Testing and Sobriety

The licensee er+egistrant-can demonstrate participation in a treatment or
monitoring program which requires random testing, prior to being subject to
testing by the Board. In such a case, the Board may give consideration to the
previous testing by altering the testing frequency schedule so that it is equivalent
to the-standard schedule prescribed above.

Violations Outside of Employment

A licensee orregistrant-whose license erregistration-is placed on probation for a

single conviction or incident, or two convictions or incidents, spanning greater
than seven (7) years from each other, where alcohol or drug were a contributing
factor, may bypass Level | and participate in Level Il of the testing frequency
schedule if the violations did not occur at work or on the way to or from work.

Not Employed in Health Care Field

The Board may reduce testing frequency to a minimum of twelve (12) times per
year if the licensee erregistrantis not practicing or working in any health care
field. If reduced testing frequency is established for this reason, and the licensee
erregistrant-returns to practice, the licensee erregistrant-shall notify and obtain
approval from the Board. The licensee orregistrant-shall then be subject to Level
| testing frequency for at least 60 calendar days. If the licensee erregistrant-had
not previously met the Level | frequency standard, the licensee erregistrant-shall
be subject to completing a full year at Level | of the testing frequency schedule. If
the licensee erregistrant-had previously met the Level | frequency standard, the
licensee orregistrant-shall be subject to Level Il testing after completing Level |
testing for at least 60 calendar days.
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4. Tolling

The Board may postpone all testing for any person whose probation is placed in
a tolling status if the overall length of the probationary period is also tolled. The
licensee orregistrant-shall notify the Board upon his-er-her-their return to practice
in California-and shall be subject to testing as provided in the testing frequency
standard. If the licensee orregistrant-returns to practice and has not previously
met the Level | testing frequency standard, the licensee erregistrant-shall be
subject to completing a full year at Level | of the testing frequency schedule. If
the licensee erregistrant-has previously met the Level | testing frequency
standard, then Level |l shall be in effect.

Tolling will not be postponed under either of the following circumstances: a
positive test result is received, or the person’s license has been suspended.

. Substance Use Disorder Not Diagnosed

If a licensee erregistrant is not diagnosed with a current substance use disorder,
a lesser period of monitoring and texicelogy-sereening-drug testing may be
adopted by the Board. This peried-frequency may not be less than 24 times per
year.

. Licensed Supervision During Practice

The Board may reduce testing frequency to a minimum of 24 times per year for
any licensee who is a practicing licensee if the licensee receives a minimum of
50% supervision per day by a supervisor licensed by the Board.
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Criteria to Petition to Return to Practice

In order to petition to return to full time practice, a licensee orregistrant-shall have
demonstrated all of the following:

1

Sustained compliance with his-er-herthe licensee’s current recovery program;

The ability to practice safely as evidenced by current work site reports,
evaluations, and any other information related to his-er-her-the licensee’s
substance abuse;

Must have at least six (6) months of negative drug screening reports and two (2)
positive supervisor reports; and

Complete compliance with the other terms and conditions of his-er-herthe
licensee’s program.

Criteria to Petition for Reinstatement to Unrestricted License-or Registration

In order to petition for reinstatement to a full and unrestricted license-er+egistration, a
licensee erregistrant-shall meet all of the following criteria:

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Il. Intfroduction to Penalty Guidelines

violations of statutes and regulations under the jurisdiction of the Board of Behavioral
Sciences and the apprepriate-range of penalties for each violation.

Minimum and maximum penalty considerations are listed for each violation category.

Each penalty listed-is-followed-in-parenthesis-by-a-number-which corresponds with a
aumber-description of that penalty under the-cChapter |II “Model Disciplinary Orders-”

(with the exception of revocation).

The recommended terms and conditions of probation, for the purposes of this
document, are divided into two general categories:

o Standard Terms and Conditions: These terms and conditions of probation
generally appear in all cases involving probation.

Optional Terms and Conditions: These terms and conditions of probation
address the specific circumstances of the case and require discretion to be
exercised depending on the nature and circumstances of a particular case.

Optional conditions listed under a violation category are those the Board deems most
appropriate for the particular violation; optional conditions not listed as potential
minimum terms, should nonetheless be considered and imposed where appropriate
depending on the nature and circumstances of a particular case.

Except as provided in the Uniform Standards Related to Substance aAbuse, the Board
recognizes that the penalties and conditions of probation listed are merely guidelines
and that individual cases will necessitate variations which take into account unique
circumstances.

If there are deviations or omissions from the guidelines in formulating a Proposed
Decision, the Board requires that the Administrative Law Judge hearing the case
include an explanation of the deviations or omissions, including all mitigating factors
considered by the Administrative Law Judge in the Proposed Decision so that the
circumstances can be better understood by the Board during its review and
consideration of the Proposed Decision.

Stipulated Settlements

The Board will consider entering into stipulated settlements to promote cost effective consumer
protection and to expedite disciplinary or licensing decisions. The+Respondent should be informed
that in order to stipulate to settlement with the Board, he-orshe-Respondent may be required to
admit to the violations set forth in the Accusation or Petition to Revoke Probation, or to admit that

grounds for denial exist or were proven as described in the Statement of Issues.-Fhe-Deputy

When a probation order is imposed, the Board requests that the Order first list the Optional Terms
and Conditions (1-16) followed by the Standard Terms and Conditions (17-321) as they may
pertain to the particular case. If the-rRespondent fails to appear for his-er-her-their scheduled
hearing or does not submit a notice of defense, such inaction shall result in a éDefault dDecision to
revoke licensure or deny application.

Reinstatement / Reduction of Penalty Hearings

The primary concerns of the Board at reinstatement or penalty relief hearings are (1) the
Rehabilitation Criteria for Suspensions or Revocations identified in Title 16, California Code of
Regulations sSection 1814, and (2) the evidence of rehabilitation presented by the petitioner-of-his
er-herrehabilitation. The Board is not interested in retrying the original revocation or probation
case. The Board shall consider the criteria outlined in sSection 1814.

In the Petition Decision the Board requires a summary of the offense and the specific codes
violated which resulted in the revocation, surrender, or probation of the license.

In petitioning for Reinstatement or Reduction of Penalty under Business and Professions Code
sSection 4982.2-4990.30, the petitioner has the burden of demonstrating that he-orshe-the
petitioner has the necessary and current qualifications and skills to safely engage in the practice of
marriage and family therapy, clinical social work, educational psychology, or professional clinical
counselor-counseling within the scope of current law, and accepted standards of practice.

In reaching its determination, the Board considers various factors including the following:

A. The original violations for which action was taken against the petitioner's license;

B. Prior disciplinary and criminal actions taken against the petitioner by the Board, any
State, local, or Federal agency or court;
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Whether the petitioner has demonstrated a recognition of wrongdoing;

D. The petitioner's documented rehabilitative efforts;
E. Assessment of the petitioner's rehabilitative and corrective efforts;
F. Activities of the petitioner since the disciplinary action was taken;

G. The petitioner’s activities during the time petitioner’s license was in good standing
(unrestricted);

H. The petitioner's general reputation for truth; and,

|. The petitioner’'s professional ability.

J. In addition, the Board may consider other appropriate and relevant matters not reflected
above.

Denial of a Petition for Reinstatement or Reduction of Penalty (Petition)

If the Board should deny a request for reinstatement of a revoked license or reduction of penalty
(modification or termination of probation), the Board requests the Administrative Law Judge
provide technical assistance in the formulation of language clearly setting forth the reasons for
denial.

If a pPetitioner fails to appear for his-or-hertheir scheduled reinstatement or penalty relief hearing,

such proceeding shall go forth without the gPetitioner's presence and the Board wil-shall issue a
decision based on the written evidence and any oral presentations submitted.

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INTRODUCTION

The Board of Behavioral Sciences (hereinafter “the Board”) is a consumer protection
agency with the primary mission of protecting consumers by establishing and
maintaining standards for competent and ethical behavior by the professionals under
its jurisdiction. In keeping with its mandate, the Board has adopted the following
uniform standards related to substance abuse and recommended guidelines for the
intended use of those involved in the disciplinary process: Administrative Law Judges,
respondents and attorneys involved in the discipline process, as well as Board
members who review proposed decisions and stipulations and make final decisions.

These guidelines consist of four parts:
I. Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse — for those licensees and
registrants with a violation related to alcohol and/or a-centrelled-substanee-drugs, or

whose license erregistration-is on probation due to a substance abuse violation;

Il. Penalty Guidelines - an-identification-of-identifies the types of violations and range
of penalties for which discipline may be imposed;

lll. Model Disciplinary Orders - language for proposed terms and conditions of
probationand divided into two categories, for purposes of this document:

e Optional Terms and Conditions: These terms and conditions of probation address
the specific circumstances of the case and require discretion to be exercised
depending on the nature and circumstances of a particular case; and

Standard Terms and Conditions: These terms and conditions of probation
generally appear in all cases involving probation.

IV. Board Policies and Guidelines — for various enforcement actions.

The Board expects the penalty imposed to be commensurate with the nature and
seriousness of the violation.

These penalty guidelines apply only to the formal disciplinary process and do not apply
to other alternatives available to the Board, such as citations and fines. See Business
and Professions Code (B&P Code) Ssection 125.9 and Title 16 California Code of
Regulations Ssection 1886.

All disciplinary actions will be published on the Internet in compliance with B&P Code
section 27, and to facilitate access under the California Public Records Act.

NOTE: All references to the word “license” or “licensee” throughout this document shall
also be interpreted as meaning “reqistration” or “reqgistrant,” respectively, unless
otherwise specified, consistent with B&P Code sections 23.7 and 23.8.
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. Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse

Whether the Board’s “Uniform Standards Related to Substance Abuse” (“Uniform
Standards”) terms and conditions of probation apply depends on whether the licensee is
found to be a substance abusing licensee. If the conduct found to be a violation involves
drugs or alcohol, the violation is presumed to be a substance abuse violation for the
purposes of section 315 of the Business and Professions Code (Code). If the licensee
does not rebut the presumption, then the Uniform Standards must be used, without
deviation. Conversely, if the licensee successfully rebuts the presumptive finding that
the violation is a substance abuse violation, then the “Uniform Standards” do not have
to be used.

If applicable, these Uniform Standards shall be used in lieu of any similar standard or
optional terms and conditions of probation proposed in the Guidelines, unless otherwise
specified. However, the Board’s standard and optional terms and conditions of
probation should still be used in formulating the penalty or probationary order and in
considering additional terms and conditions of probation appropriate for greater public

protection.

Uniform Standards Forfor Licensees Or Registrants Whose License Or
Registration Is-On-is on_Probation Bue To-A-due to a Substance Abuse Violation

The following standards shall apply in all cases in which a license erregistration-is
placed on probation due, in whole or in part, to a substance abuse violation, unless the
licensee erregistrant-successfully rebuts the presumption that that the violation is a
substance abuse violation.

Clinical Diagnostic Evaluations

Whenever a licensee orregistrant-is ordered to undergo a clinical diagnostic evaluation,
the evaluator shall be a licensed practitioner who holds a valid, unrestricted license to
conduct clinical diagnostic evaluations, has three (3) years experience in providing
evaluations of health care professionals with substance abuse-use disorders, and is
approved by the Board. The evaluations shall be conducted in accordance with
acceptable professional standards for conducting substance abuse-use disorder clinical
diagnostic evaluations.

The following practice restrictions apply to each licensee erregistrant-who is ordered to
undergoes a clinical diagnostic evaluation:
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1. The Board shall suspend the license er+egistration-during the clinical diagnostic
evaluation pending the results of the clinical diagnostic evaluation and review by
the Board.

2. While awaiting the results of a clinical diagnostic evaluation, the licensee er
registrant-shall be randomly drug tested at least two (2) times per week.

Clinical Diagnostic Evaluation Report

The clinical diagnostic evaluation report shall set forth, in the evaluator’s opinion,
whether the licensee erregistrant-has a substance abuse problem-use disorder,
whether the licensee erregistrant-is a threat to himself-er-herself or others, and
recommendations for substance abuse-use disorder treatment, practice, restrictions, or
other recommendations related to the licensee’s erregistrant’'s-rehabilitation and safe
practice.

The evaluator shall not have a current or prior financial, personal, business,-or
professional, or therapeutic relationship with the licensee-erregistrant. The evaluator
shall provide an objective, unbiased, and independent evaluation.

If the evaluator determines during the evaluation process that a licensee erregistrantis
a threat to himseli-or-herself or others, the evaluator shall notify the bBoard within 24
hours of such a determination.

For all evaluations, a final written report shall be provided to the Board no later than ten
(10) calendar days from the date the evaluator is assigned the matter-evaluation unless
the evaluator requests additional information to complete the evaluation, not to exceed
30 calendar days.

The Board shall review the clinical diagnostic evaluation to determine whether or not the
licensee erregistrant-is safe to return to either part-time or full-time practice and what

restrictions or recommendations should be imposed on the licensee orregistrant-based
on the application of the following criteria:

1. License orregistration-type;

2. Licensee’s erregistrant's-history;

3. Documented length of sobriety;

4. Scope and pattern of substance abuse;
5. Treatment history;

6. Medical history;
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7. Current medical condition;
8. Nature, duration and severity of substance abuse-problem-use disorder; and
9. Whether the licensee orregistrant-is a threat to himself-er-herself or others.

No licensee orregistrant-shall be returned to practice until he-ershe-the licensee has at
least 30 calendar days of negative drug tests.

When determining if the licensee er+registrant-should be required to participate in
inpatient, outpatient, or any other type of treatment, the Board shall take into
consideration the recommendation of the clinical diagnostic evaluation, license er
registration-type, licensee orregistrant's-history, length of sobriety, scope and pattern of
substance abuse, treatment history, medical history, current medical condition, nature,
duration and severity of substance abuse and whether the licensee orregistrantis a
threat to himself-or-herself or others.

Supervisor Requirements

If the Board determines that a supervisor is necessary for a particular licensee or
registrant, the supervisor must meet the following requirements to be considered for
approval by the Board:

1. The supervisor shall not have a current or former financial, personal, business,-or
professional, or therapeutic relationship with the licensee-erregistrant, or other
relationship that could reasonably be expected to compromise the ability of the
supervisor to render impartial and unbiased reports to the Board. If it is
impractical for anyone but the licensee’s erregistrant’s-employer to serve as the
supervisor, this requirement may be waived by the Board; however, under no
circumstances shall a licensee’s erregistrant's-supervisor be an employee or

supervisee of the licensee-erregistrant.

2. The supervisor’s license scope of practice shall include the scope of practice of
the licensee erregistrant-who is being monitored or be another health care
professional if no supervisor with_a like scope of practice is available.

3. The supervisor shall be a current California licensed practitioner and have an
active unrestricted license, with no disciplinary action within the last five (5)
years.

4. The supervisor shall sign an affirmation that he-ershe-has-they have reviewed

the terms and conditions of the licensee’s erregistrant's-disciplinary order and
agrees to monitor the licensee orregistrant-as set forth by the Board.
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The supervisor must adhere to the following required methods of monitoring the

licensee-erregistrant:

1. Have a face-to-face contact with the licensee erregistrantin the work
environment on as frequent a basis as determined by the Board, but at least
once per week.

2. Interview other staff in the office regarding the licensee’s erregistrant’'s-behavior,
if applicable.

3. Review the licensee’s erregistrant's-work attendance.
Reporting by the supervisor to the Board shall be as follows:

1. Any suspected substance abuse must be orally reported to the Board and the
licensee’s erregistrant’s-employer within one (1) business day of occurrence. If
the occurrence is not during the Board’s normal business hours, the oral report
must be within one (1) hour of the next business day. A written report shall be
submitted to the Board within 48 hours of occurrence.

2. The supervisor shall complete and submit a written report directly to the Board
monthly or as directed by the Board. The report shall include:

a. the licensee’s orregistrant's-name;
b. license erregistration-number;

C. supervisor's name and signature;
d. supervisor’s license number;
e. worksite location(s);
f. dates licensee erregistrant-had face-to-face contact with supervisor;
g. worksite staff interviewed, if applicable;
h. attendance report;
i. any change in behavior and/or personal habits; and
j- any indicators that can lead to suspected substance abuse.
The licensee orregistrant-shall complete the required consent forms and sign an

agreement with the supervisor and the Board to allow the Board to communicate with
the supervisor.
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Chemical Dependency Support or Recovery Group Meetings

If the Board requires a licensee erregistrant-to participate in chemical dependency
support or recovery group meetings, the Board shall take the following into
consideration when determining the frequency of required group meeting attendance:

the licensee’s erregistrant's-history;
the documented length of sobriety;

the recommendation of the clinical diagnostic evaluator;

. the scope and pattern of substance abuse;

the licensee’s erregistrant's-treatment history; and

the nature, duration, and severity of substance abuse.

The group meeting facilitator of a chemical dependency support or recovery group that
a Board licensee orregistrantis required to participate in must meet the following
requirements:

1.

Have a minimum of three (3) years experience in the treatment and rehabilitation of
substance abuse-use disorders;

Be licensed or certified by the state or ether-a nationally certified organizations to
provide substance abuse-use disorder recovery services;

Does not have a financial, personal, business,-er professional, or therapeutic
relationship with the licensee orregistrant-within the last year;

Must provide the Board a signed document showing the licensee’s erregistrant's
name, the group name, the date and location of the meetings, the licensee’s or

registrant’'s-attendance, and the licensee’s erregistrant's-level of participation and
progress.

Must report to the Board any unexcused absence of a Board licensee erregistrant
being required to participate within 24 hours.

Major and Minor Violations

Maijor violations include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Failure to complete any Board-ordered program;
2. Failure to undergo a required clinical diagnostic evaluation;
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Committing more than one minor violations of probation conditions and terms;
Treating a patient while under the influence of drugs or alcohol;

Committing any drug or alcohol offense that is a violation of the Business and
Professions Code, or other state or federal law;

Failure to report for drug and alcohol testing when ordered;

Testing positive for alcohol and/or a controlled substance;

Knowingly using, making, altering or possessing any object or product in such a
way as to defraud a drug test designed to detect the presence of alcohol or a
controlled substance.

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If a licensee erregistrant-commits a major violation, the Board shall automatically
suspend the license erregistration-and refer the matter for disciplinary action or
other action as determined by the Board.

The consequences for a major violation include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. License erregistration-shall be suspended;
2. Licensee er+egistrantmust undergo a new clinical diagnostic evaluation;
3

. Licensee erregistrant-must test negative for at least one month of continuous
drug testing before being allowed to resume practice;
4. Contract or agreement previously made with the Board shall be terminated;
and
5. Licensee orregistrant-shall be referred for disciplinary action, such as
suspension, revocation, or other action determined appropriate by the Board.

Minor violations include, but are not limited to, the following:

Failure to submit required documentation in a timely manner;

Unexcused attendance-absence at required meetings;

Failure to contact a supervisor and/or monitor as required;

Any other violations that do not present an immediate threat to the licensee or

registrant-or to the public.

If a licensee erregistrant-commits a minor violation, the Board shall determine what
action is appropriate. The consequences for a minor violation include, but are not
limited to, the following:

Removal from practice;

Practice limitations;

Required supervision;

Increased documentation;

Issuance of citation and fine or a warning notice;
Required re-evaluation and/or testing.

Ok LON =
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Positive Test for Alcohol and/or a Controlled Substance

If a licensee erregistrant-tests positive for alcohol and/or a controlled substance, the
Board shall do the following:

e Automatically suspend the license-erregistration;

e Immediately contact the licensee erregistrant-and inform him-er-herthem that his

er-her-their license orregistration-has been suspended and he-orshe-maynet
practice is prohibited until the suspension is lifted; and

e Immediately notify the licensee’s orregistrant's-employer that the license or
registration-has been automatically suspended, and that he-ershe-the licensee
may not practice until the suspension is lifted.

The Board should do the following, as applicable, to determine whether a positive test
for alcohol and/or a controlled substance is evidence of prohibited use:

e Consult the specimen collector and the laboratory;
e Communicate with the licensee orregistrant-and/or treating physician; and
e Communicate with any treatment provider, including a group facilitator.

The Board shall immediately lift the suspension if the positive drug test is not found to
be evidence of prohibited use.

Drug Testing Standards

The drug testing standards below shall apply to each licensee orregistrant-subject to
drug testing. At its discretion, the Board may use other testing methods in place of, or to
supplement, drug and alcohol testing, if appropriate.

1. Drug testing may be required on any day, including weekends and holidays.

2. Except as directed, the scheduling of drug tests shall be done on a random
basis, preferably by a computer program.

3. Licensees orregistrants-shall be required to make daily contact as directed to
determine if drug testing is required.

4. Licensees erregistrants-shall be drug tested on the date of notification as
directed by the Board.
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5. Specimen collectors must either be certified by the Drug and Alcohol Testing
Industry Association or have completed the training required to serve as a
collector for the U.S. Department of Transportation.

6. Specimen collectors shall adhere to the current U.S. Department of
Transportation Specimen Collection Guidelines.

7. Testing locations shall comply with the Urine Specimen Collection Guidelines
published by the U.S. Department of Transportation, regardless of the type of
test administered.

8. Collection of specimens shall be observed.

9. Prior to vacation or absence, any alternative to the licensee’s drug testing
leeation{s}requirements (including frequency) must be approved by the Board.

10.Laboratories shall be certified and accredited by the U.S. Department of Health
and Human Services.

A collection site must submit a specimen to the laboratory within one (1) business day
of receipt. A chain of custody shall be used on all specimens. The laboratory shall
process results and provide legally defensible test results within seven calendar (7)
days of receipt of the specimen. The Board will be notified of non-negative test results
within one (1) business day and will be notified of negative test results within seven (7)
business days.

Nothing herein shall limit the Board’s authority to reduce or eliminate the standards
specified herein pursuant to a petition for reinstatement or reduction of penalty filed
pursuant to Government Code Section 11522 or statutes applicable to the Board that
contain different provisions for reinstatement or reduction of penalty.

Drug Testing Frequency Schedule

The Board may order a licensee er+registrant-to drug test at any time. In addition, each
licensee erregistrant-shall be tested randomly according to the following drug testing
frequency schedule:

Level Year Minimum Range Number of
of Probation Random Tests
I Year 1 52-104 per year
Il Years 2 through 5 36-104 per year
[ After Year 5 Once per month*

*If no positive drug tests in the previous 5 consecutive years

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The Board may increase the number of random tests required at its discretion. If the
Board suspects or finds that a licensee orregistrant-has violated the prescribed testing
program, or finds that a licensee erregistrant-has committed a major violation, it may re-
establish the testing cycle by placing that licensee er+registrant-at the beginning of Level
I. This is in addition to any other disciplinary action.

Drug Testing Frequency Schedule Exceptions

The Board may make exceptions to the prescribed drug testing frequency schedule for
the following reasons:

1.

Licensee orRegistrant- Demonstrates Previous Testing and Sobriety

The licensee er+egistrant-can demonstrate participation in a treatment or
monitoring program which requires random testing, prior to being subject to
testing by the Board. In such a case, the Board may give consideration to the
previous testing by altering the testing frequency schedule so that it is equivalent
to the-standard schedule prescribed above.

Violations Outside of Employment

A licensee orregistrant-whose license erregistration-is placed on probation for a

single conviction or incident, or two convictions or incidents, spanning greater
than seven (7) years from each other, where alcohol or drug were a contributing
factor, may bypass Level | and participate in Level Il of the testing frequency
schedule if the violations did not occur at work or on the way to or from work.

Not Employed in Health Care Field

The Board may reduce testing frequency to a minimum of twelve (12) times per
year if the licensee erregistrantis not practicing or working in any health care
field. If reduced testing frequency is established for this reason, and the licensee
erregistrant-returns to practice, the licensee erregistrant-shall notify and obtain
approval from the Board. The licensee orregistrant-shall then be subject to Level
| testing frequency for at least 60 calendar days. If the licensee erregistrant-had
not previously met the Level | frequency standard, the licensee erregistrant-shall
be subject to completing a full year at Level | of the testing frequency schedule. If
the licensee erregistrant-had previously met the Level | frequency standard, the
licensee orregistrant-shall be subject to Level Il testing after completing Level |
testing for at least 60 calendar days.
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4. Tolling

The Board may postpone all testing for any person whose probation is placed in
a tolling status if the overall length of the probationary period is also tolled. The
licensee orregistrant-shall notify the Board upon his-er-her-their return to practice
in California-and shall be subject to testing as provided in the testing frequency
standard. If the licensee orregistrant-returns to practice and has not previously
met the Level | testing frequency standard, the licensee erregistrant-shall be
subject to completing a full year at Level | of the testing frequency schedule. If
the licensee erregistrant-has previously met the Level | testing frequency
standard, then Level |l shall be in effect.

Tolling will not be postponed under either of the following circumstances: a
positive test result is received, or the person’s license has been suspended.

. Substance Use Disorder Not Diagnosed

If a licensee erregistrant-is not diagnosed with a current substance use disorder,
a lesser period of monitoring and texicelogy-sereening-drug testing may be
adopted by the Board. This peried-frequency may not be less than 24 times per
year.

. Licensed Supervision During Practice

The Board may reduce testing frequency to a minimum of 24 times per year for
any licensee who is a practicing licensee if the licensee receives a minimum of
50% supervision per day by a supervisor licensed by the Board.
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Criteria to Petition to Return to Practice

In order to petition to return to full time practice, a licensee orregistrant-shall have
demonstrated all of the following:

1

Sustained compliance with his-er-herthe licensee’s current recovery program;

The ability to practice safely as evidenced by current work site reports,
evaluations, and any other information related to his-er-her-the licensee’s
substance abuse;

Must have at least six (6) months of negative drug screening reports and two (2)
positive supervisor reports; and

Complete compliance with the other terms and conditions of his-er-herthe
licensee’s program.

Criteria to Petition for Reinstatement to Unrestricted License-or Registration

In order to petition for reinstatement to a full and unrestricted license-er+egistration, a
licensee erregistrant-shall meet all of the following criteria:

Demonstration of a consistent and sustained participation in activities that
promote and support his-er-herrecovery, including, but not limited to, ongoing
support meetings, therapy, counseling, relapse prevention plan, and community
activities;

The recommended terms and conditions of probation, for the purposes of this
document, are divided into two general categories:

o Standard Terms and Conditions: These terms and conditions of probation
generally appear in all cases involving probation.

Optional Terms and Conditions: These terms and conditions of probation
address the specific circumstances of the case and require discretion to be
exercised depending on the nature and circumstances of a particular case.

Optional conditions listed under a violation category are those the Board deems most
appropriate for the particular violation; optional conditions not listed as potential
minimum terms, should nonetheless be considered and imposed where appropriate
depending on the nature and circumstances of a particular case.

Except as provided in the Uniform Standards Related to Substance aAbuse, the Board
recognizes that the penalties and conditions of probation listed are merely guidelines
and that individual cases will necessitate variations which take into account unique
circumstances.

If there are deviations or omissions from the guidelines in formulating a Proposed
Decision, the Board requires that the Administrative Law Judge hearing the case
include an explanation of the deviations or omissions, including all mitigating factors
considered by the Administrative Law Judge in the Proposed Decision so that the
circumstances can be better understood by the Board during its review and
consideration of the Proposed Decision.

The Board will file a Statement of Issues to deny an application of a candidate for the commission
of an act, which if committed by a licensee would be cause for license discipline.

Stipulated Settlements

The Board will consider entering into stipulated settlements to promote cost effective consumer
protection and to expedite disciplinary or licensing decisions. The+Respondent should be informed
that in order to stipulate to settlement with the Board, he-orshe-Respondent may be required to
admit to the violations set forth in the Accusation or Petition to Revoke Probation, or to admit that

grounds for denial exist or were proven as described in the Statement of Issues.-Fhe-Deputy

Reinstatement / Reduction of Penalty Hearings

The primary concerns of the Board at reinstatement or penalty relief hearings are (1) the
Rehabilitation Criteria for Suspensions or Revocations identified in Title 16, California Code of
Regulations sSection 1814, and (2) the evidence of rehabilitation presented by the petitioner-of-his
er-herrehabilitation. The Board is not interested in retrying the original revocation or probation
case. The Board shall consider the criteria outlined in sSection 1814.

In the Petition Decision the Board requires a summary of the offense and the specific codes
violated which resulted in the revocation, surrender, or probation of the license.

In petitioning for Reinstatement or Reduction of Penalty under Business and Professions Code
sSection 4982.2-4990.30, the petitioner has the burden of demonstrating that he-orshe-the
petitioner has the necessary and current qualifications and skills to safely engage in the practice of
marriage and family therapy, clinical social work, educational psychology, or professional clinical
counselor-counseling within the scope of current law, and accepted standards of practice.

In reaching its determination, the Board considers various factors including the following:

A. The original violations for which action was taken against the petitioner's license;

B. Prior disciplinary and criminal actions taken against the petitioner by the Board, any
State, local, or Federal agency or court;
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Whether the petitioner has demonstrated a recognition of wrongdoing;

D. The petitioner's documented rehabilitative efforts;
E. Assessment of the petitioner's rehabilitative and corrective efforts;
F. Activities of the petitioner since the disciplinary action was taken;

G. The petitioner’s activities during the time petitioner’s license was in good standing
(unrestricted);

H. The petitioner's general reputation for truth; and,

|. The petitioner’'s professional ability.

J. In addition, the Board may consider other appropriate and relevant matters not reflected
above.

Denial of a Petition for Reinstatement or Reduction of Penalty (Petition)

If the Board should deny a request for reinstatement of a revoked license or reduction of penalty
(modification or termination of probation), the Board requests the Administrative Law Judge
provide technical assistance in the formulation of language clearly setting forth the reasons for
denial.

If a pPetitioner fails to appear for his-or-her-their scheduled reinstatement or penalty relief hearing,

such proceeding shall go forth without the gPetitioner's presence and the Board wil-shall issue a
decision based on the written evidence and any oral presentations submitted.
